 In the last two decades, neuroscience studies have suggested that thoughts, feelings, perceptions and actions are all produced by
predictive processes in the brain. When considered together, these studies form a coherent, neurobiologically inspired program for guiding psychiatric research about the mind and behavior. In this lecture, we consider several of the common assumptions and hypotheses that unify this emerging framework and its potential for renewing psychiatric research by suggesting an alternative ontology of the brain and mind.
