a. The student should know how to differentiate 
inflammatory and neoplastic disorders.  

b. The student should be able to explain each part 
of the total body skin examination, including 
lymphatic basins, mucous membranes, internal 
organs and why it is being performed and what 
abnormalities are being sought.
