NEEDS ASSESSMENT
There is inadequate familiarity in this country with the practices of psychiatric euthanasia in Benelux, how close Canada is to implementing euthanasia for psychiatric patients, the data worldwide showing the reality of a “slippery slope” once these practices are legalized, and the struggles of conscientious objectors. There is a strong possibility that assisted suicide in the U.S. will eventually be available for psychiatric patients under the principles of parity, and psychiatrists need to be informed and prepared.
LEARNING OBJECTIVES

At the conclusion of this activity, participants will be able to:
1. Understand the Eugenics and Euthanasia Movement in the U.S. from 1900-1940, and the role of leading American psychiatrists in the development of that movement and the deployment of the associated program to sterilize the mentally ill and developmentally disabled.

2. Learn about the Nazi “T4” program to exterminate patients with mental illness and developmental disabilities and the role of leading German psychiatrists in designing and fulfilling that program.

3. Appreciate how social and professional forces on psychiatrists led to an ethical unmooring during these historical events, and potential parallels off professional ethical vulnerability in contemporary developments worldwide regarding physician assisted suicide and medical euthanasia.
